Membership Card  

Each member is issued a card when joining. This 

card must be presented at the Service Center Desk 

upon entering the building. Your membership card 

is an important form of identification and is not 

transferable.  Loan of the card subjects the owner 

to loss of privileges. All lost or stolen cards should 

be reported immediately. If you lose your card, 

duplicates are available for $5. 

 

Upon presentation of a valid, current membership 

card and driverôs license or photo I.D. the Lake 

County YMCA will receive members of other 

YMCAôs for comparable use.  

 

Exception to this would be those who are 

members of other YMCAôs who work or live 

within a 50 mile radius. 
 

General Policies  

¶ YMCA program areas close 1/2 hour prior 

to the closing of the building. All 

participants must be out of the locker rooms 

by the posted time. 
 
¶ All personal apparel and belongings are to 

be placed in lockers in the appropriate 

locker room areas, not in exercise areas.  

PLEASE USE A LOCK! The YMCA is not 

responsible for lost or stolen items. 
 
¶ Smoking is not permitted anywhere in 

theYMCA or on the grounds. 
 
¶ A parent must accompany children in any 

physical area of the building during 

scheduled family activities. There are no 

exceptions. 
 
¶ Profanity or abusive language is prohibited. 
 
¶ Use equipment at your own risk.  
 
¶ Abuse to facility or equipment is prohibited. 
 
¶ The YMCA has the right to revoke member-

ship upon infraction of YMCA procedures. 

 

Youth Policy  

Children under the age of 12 must be accompanied 
by a parent unless participating in a YMCA  
program or scheduled open activities.  
 
A parent needs to stay on site when a child under 
the age of 6 is participating in YMCA programs 
and must accompany the child in scheduled open 
activities. 

 

Guest Policy  

The YMCA is a membership organization and 

equipment is provided for use by dues-paying 

members, with certain activities available at an 

additional fee. YMCA members are permitted to 

bring guests to the YMCA. However, all guests 

must be accompanied by the sponsoring member 

at all times. 

 

Guests must present a driverôs license or other 

photo identification and pay an applicable fee. 

Guest passes may only be used once for one 

visit and may only be purchased on the day it  

is to be used. In addition, guests are limited to 

three visits per year.

Towel & Locker Service  

For your convenience, you can rent the use  

of a personal locker in the adult locker room.  

Lockers have combination locks and cost $2  

a month to rent.   

 

Towel service entitles you to the use of up to 

three towels each time you visit.  Towels should 

be returned to the desk or the bin in the locker 

room prior to leaving the facility.  Towel service 

is $4 a month.  Daily towel rental is $.50.

Clean gym clothes and 

athletic shoes must be worn during all activities 

in the Gym, Track, Weight Room, Healthy 

Lifestyle Center (HLC) and Handball/

not permitted in the above areas. In addition, 

appropriate swim apparel is required in the pool. 

Shirts and shoes must be worn in public areas  

at all times.  Please bring clean shoes during 

inclement weather.
